become even more lost in Mr Smith’s wierd fantastical immagination.

This apparently is book one of the collected works of Clark Ashton Smith. I'm familiar with some of
his works having read them in small anthologies years ago but this is the full collection spanning the
four or five books. It's nice to have all of his works in print and in chronological order so the reader
can see how, as he continued writing, his style would mature over the years. A collection well worth
having for those interested in weird and horror fiction that has a hint of Lovecraft wafting through it's

pages.
