I agree with the previous reviewers that this book needs to be properly edited and re-issued.

Looking for the monster across the "lack" instead of lake is unacceptable.However, if you can

correct the errors in your head as you read it aloud to small children, this book is delightful. My 4

and 6-year-old love choose-your-own adventure books, but most of the classic ones are too long,

have scary themes, and some encourage immoral behavior such as cheating and stealing. All the

story paths in this book are short and sweet. It takes between 5 and 10 minutes to read one of 8

possible stories.The storylines of this book were perfect because the "bad" endings weren't too sad

or scary. The worst that happens is you don't find the friendly monster.We are buying this book

because it officially spends more time in our living room than it does on the shelves of the public

library.
