There have been a couple of additions over the years and the author did a great
job explaining why those were added.The theme itself is: We are daughters of our Heavenly Father,
who loves us, and we love Him. We will "stand as witnesses of God at all times, and in all things,
and in all places" (Mosiah 18:9) as we strive to live the Young Women values, which are: Faith,
Divine Nature, Individual Worth, Knowledge, Choice and Accountability, Good Works, Integrity and
Virtue. We believe as we come to accept and act upon these values, we will be prepared to
strengthen home and family, make and keep sacred covenants, receive the ordinances of the
temple, and enjoy the blessings of exaltation.In this book, the author breaks down each phrase and
value, using stories, examples and scriptures to help give more insight into what the theme means.
