The text is based on an immersion theory -- relatively little English is used to explain the lessons
beyond the initial instructions. Reading the lesson directions thus becomes an exercise in itself. The
dialogue exercises place the reader in everyday events, as if he or she were encountering the
situation in France. The book also includes generous information about the French culture --
introductions to cities and regions are comprehensive and included before each chapter.This is a

fast-paced, full-throated look at French and all its nuances.
