Employing a rulebook format
similar to that of the classic Elements of Style (by Strunk, White, and Angell), Lewis Vaughn distills
helpful writing advice into simple rules that students can easily remember and apply--and that
instructors can refer to when reviewing student papers. These rules cover essay organization,
sentence structure, documentation styles, plagiarism, grammar, usage, and more. Written in a clear
