The
story’s rich and colorful illustrations feature Brother, Sister and Honey Bear anticipating summers
end as geese fly overhead and squirrels and chipmunks gather acorns to store for the winter. On
their walk to Farmer Ben’s to meet 'Preacher Brown and all their friends from Chapel in the Woods’
they see God’s bountiful supply of rich blessings from the harvested fields. Mama Bear is quick to
remind her family there’s more to what they see around them than Mother Nature at work because
she, meaning Mother Nature, 'works for someone a bit higher up.” From hayrides to finding perfect
pumpkins the story focus is why we need to see and appreciate our blessings and be thankful
