A very nice, unexpected bonus. | think the
author says it best when describing his book is that it is for those wanting to go beyond the manual.
Knowing the functions of the camera is important, but putting them into practice results in amazing
photos. The book focuses on the latter.Kindle owners beware - while | rated this 5 stars for the
paper version, | would have to give it a 3 for the Kindle. | am disappointed that all the photos in the
book are too pixilated to be useful. If you look at the paper version the photos used as examples all
have text callouts highlighting areas of the photo to consider when taking your own photo. | took a
chance with the Kindle verision because | wanted a portable reference guide. Since | can’t read the
author’s notes about the photos on the images | feel i am missing something. | plan to write the

publisher and author to see if they can correct this for future readers of the Kindle version.

| am not a very experienced photographer. | bought the Canon T2i camera to take better photos. In
order to understand the camera itself, | purchased this book as well as the "...For Dummies"
book.This book by Revell is written for someone who would like to spend about 8 hours in total to
learn the essentials of the camera as well as some effective ways to use it. The book explains how
a professional photographer thinks if he were to use this particular camera. It is not an exhaustive
reference guide. It's more of a "beginner photography tutorial". You feel as if you're being mentored
when reading this guide. | can imagine a conversation going along the lines of "What's this,
teacher?" and the answer being "You won’t need that until you’'ve mastered this other stuff, so don’t
worry about it".If you want to spend 8-10 hours in "tutorial" learning about how to use this camera,
about the concepts of depth of field, white balancing, lenses, focusing, moving subjects and more,
this book is pretty remarkable. | would rather learn the 50% of the things Revell thinks | should know
than learning about every facet of the camera. So for me, this book worked extremely well. Another
nice feature is that there is an explanation of how the photographer thinks when taking many of the
great photos that are in the book. On each photo, the parameters of the camera and the lens are
detailed.The "for dummies" book is more of a reference, whereas this book is one of those shorter
guides telling you what you really need to know as a beginner hoping to reach up to the land of
intermediate.One problem: One of the step by step guides didn’t mention that the camera couldn’t

be set to "automatic”, so it took me a little while to get through that particular instruction.



| bought this book in lieu of purchasing a Nikon D600. | knew there would be a learning curve for the
camera, and | wanted to get a head start on that curve by getting familiar with the book BEFORE |
purchased the camera.Once the camera arrived | set to work taking photos and learning. | found
this book to be very helpful. The text just didn’t tell how to do things, but made a point to explain why
things do what they do. | have been an avid photographer for years (45 years), and my ego doesn’t
stand in my way of me buying any book for "Dummies" because | know these books make learning
understandable. | could have toughed it out and not "asked for directions". But, why do that? The
book is easy to use; the text is well written and clear, and I'm glad | bought this book!Incidentally, |
was reading some general information in line about reprogramming some buttons and functions. |
must have read many articles and watched many YouTube videos on how to perform this "simple"
task by photographers claiming to be professionals. Sometimes people may be really good at what
they do but, they don’t seem to be able to explain clearly how they do it. After reading and listening
