Children (and adults) of all ages can benefit from this book. A baby can flip through the beautifully
illustrated pages. For a young toddler, | read just the headings ("A is for Augustine," "B is for
Bradstreet," etc) at bedtime, each night adding on another letter/page until we were reciting all
people A-Z. Then, we read the short biographical sketches for each church history figure.
lllustrations and page layout are phenomenal, engaging for both children and adults. The pictures
that correspond with each biography really stick, too. For example, whenever | see a pear, I'm

reminded of how pears were part of Augustine’s conversion story!

We just bought this book a week ago, and already our family loves it. My oldest is almost 5, our
middle is almost 3, and our youngest is over a year. My two oldest enjoy the little stories that
accompany each character, and | love that they deftly use humor and a unique illustration style to
grab and keep each child’s attention. Learning about important church figures while making it fun

and accessible to young children has never been better!
